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In an age where technology is
advancing faster than ever, a deeply
important and pressing question rises
before us: What happens when we stop
truly listening to one another? When
human beings fail to understand, hear,
and value each other, artificial intelligence
may begin to fill that gap of connection.
While this may seem convenient, it carries
aquietdanger.

Today, Al can simulate conversation,
provide emotional responses, and even
appear to “understand” us. It can analyse
speech, interpret meaning, and respond
intelligently. But despite these abilities, Al
remains exactly what it is, a tool. It can
process words, but it cannot carry a soul. It
can mimic empathy, but it cannot truly
love.

Al is a tool, but we are created for
human connection, Al is a tool but we
need real relationships.

We are also seeing the rise of new
ideas like digital intimacy, synthetic
companionship, and digital painkillers.
These reflect a growing shift in how
people seek comfort and connection.
Digital intimacy offers closeness without
vulnerability, Synthetic companionship
offers presence without commitment,
Digital painkillers offer relief without true
healing. These may feel helpful in the
moment, but they quietly pull us away
from something deeper and more real.

From the very beginning, Scripture
makes God's intention clear. In Genesis,
God said, “It is not good for man to be
alone.” This was not simply about physical
presence; it was about relationship,
companionship, and shared life. God
created human beings to know one
another deeply, to listen, to care, and to
walk together.

When we stop listening to the people
around us, our spouses, our children, our
friends, and our church family, we create
spaces of loneliness. Not always visible,
not always spoken, but deeply felt. In
those spaces, artificial substitutes begin

to take root. If someone feels unheard
long enough, they will eventually turn to
whatever seems to listen. That is where
the danger grows.

Digital tools can simulate care, but
they cannot carry compassion. They can
respond with words, but they cannot share
burdens. They can offer comfort, but they
cannot replace the presence of a living,
loving person. What begins as
convenience can slowly become
dependency. What feels like support can
quietly become isolation.

Synthetic companionship may never
disappoint, but it also never truly loves.
Digital intimacy may feel safe, but it lacks
truth and depth. Digital painkillers may
soothe, butthey do not restore the heart.

As Christians, this should concern us
deeply, not because technology is evil, but
because it can easily take the place of
something sacred when we neglect our
God given responsibility to be present and
available.

In our families, are we truly listen-ing,
or just hearing? In our friendships, are we
making time, or making excuses? In our
churches, are we noticing the quiet, the
hurting, and the overlooked?

Listening is one of the most powerful
expressions of love. It says, “You matter.
Your voice matters. Your life matters.”
When we fail to listen, we unintentionally
communicate the opposite. The truth is
simple: if we do not take time to
understand people, something else will
step in tofill that role, and that “something”
will never reflect the heart of God.

Jesus Himself showed us what true
connection looks like: He paused for
people, listened deeply, noticed those
who were overlooked, and entered into
their lives. This is the example we are
called to follow.

Being a responsible Christian today
means choosing presence over
distraction, conversation over conveni-
ence, and relationship over replacement.

It means: Putting down distractions to
truly hear someone, creating space for
honest conversations, showing up, even
when it is uncomfortable or inconvenient,
caring enough to understand, not just
respond. We must be intentional, because
real connection does not happen by
accident. It requires effort, humility, and
love. Technology can assist us, but it must
never replace us. If we want to protect what
God designed, we must return to it. We
must rebuild a culture of listening,
empathy, and genuine human connection.

Scripture calls us not only to believe,
but to live out love in practical ways. “Be
quickto listen, slow to speak” (James 1:19)
is not just advice, it is a command that
protects relationships and reflects God's
heart. When we truly listen, we reflect
Christ. When we choose presence, we
honour God's design.

Al may be a powerful tool, but it can
never replace the calling placed on our
lives to love one another deeply and
sincerely. Let us not surrender that calling;
instead, let us be people who truly listen,
who genuinely care, and who consistently
show up for each other. No artificial
system can replace a heart that loves with
authenticity, and no digital substitute can
ever fulfil the purpose for which we were
created to be present, compassionate, and
deeply human with one another.

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End-Time Revival in a Shaking World

“And it shall come to pass
afterward that | will pour out My
Spiriton allflesh.” - Joel 2:28

In recent years, the world has
once again turned its attention to
the Middle East. Conflicts, political
tensions, and shifting alliances
have made the region a focal point
of global concern. Nations watch
carefully as events unfold in places
that have long held deep historical
and spiritual significance.

For Christians, the Middle Eastis
not only a region of political
importance but also the land where
much of the Bible's history took
place. From the calling of Abraham
to the ministry of Jesus Christ and
the birth of the early Church, many
of the most important moments in
God's redemptive plan unfolded in
this region.

Today, as the world observes
ongoing conflicts and uncertainty in
the Middle East, many believers are
reminded of the words of Jesus:

“You will hear of wars and
rumors of wars. See that you are not
troubled; for all these things must
come to pass, but the end is not
yet.”

The Bible often highlights the
importance of this region in God's
prophetic timeline. Jerusalem, in
particular, has remained at the
center of world attention for
centuries. The prophet Zechariah
wrote:

“Behold, I will make Jerusalem a
cup of trembling unto all the people
round about.” (Zechariah 12:2)

Even today, Jerusalem and the
surrounding nations frequently
become the focus of global
discussion and tension. Political
leaders may analyze these events
from diplomatic and strategic
perspectives, but for believers they
also serve as reminders that the
world is moving toward the
fulfillment of God's purposes.

However, the Bible does not
present the last days only as a time
of conflict. Alongside the shaking of
nations, Scripture also promises a
powerful move of the Holy Spirit.

One of the most encouraging
promises in the Bible comes from
the prophecy of Joel:

“And it shall come to pass after-
ward that | will pour out My Spirit on
allflesh.” (Joel 2:28)

This prophecy began to be
fulfilled on the Day of Pentecost
when the Holy Spirit was poured out
upon the early believers (Acts 2).
Since that time, the Spirit of God
has continued to work across
generations, bringing renewal and
revival to the Church.

Pentecostal believers have
always held a strong expectation
that before the return of Christ there
will be a great harvest of souls. The
last days will not only be marked by
global challenges but also by an
unprecedented movement of God's
Spirit.

Jesus Himself declared:

“This gospel of the kingdom will
be preached in all the world as a
witness to all the nations, and then
the end will come.” (Matthew 24:14)

This verse reminds us that the
mission of the Church remains
centralto God's plan for the world.

Throughout history, seasons of
global uncertainty have often
opened doors for spiritual awaken-
ing.

The Holy Scriptures solemnly

When our Lord cried out, “It is
finished” (John 19:30) - Tetelestai - it
was not the cry of defeat, but the
triumphant proclamation of complete
victory. The work of atonement was
perfectly accom-plished. In that
moment, Christ fulfilled the eternal
purpose of God, first revealed in
Genesis 3:15, the promise given in
the Garden of Eden that the seed of
the woman would crush the head of
the serpent.

The cross of Calvary stands as the
sacred place where the perfect love of
God and the holy righteousness of
God met and were fully satisfied.
Upon the cross, our Lord Jesus Christ
paid two immeasurable prices on our
behalf:

1. The full penalty for our sins,
once and for all.

2. The complete price for our

redemption and salvation, securing
our freedom forever.

This salvation is offered freely by
grace, without distinction of caste,
creed, language, colour, wealth, or
education. No human merit is
required, and no religious boundary
can exclude anyone, for the price has
already been paid in full. In Christ
Jesus, all who believe are made one.
Even today, the loving voice of the
Savior calls each one of us
personally-to repent, to believe, and
to receive the gift of eternal life. Let us
not harden our hearts, but respond in
faith and humility.

The U.S. — Israel — Iran Conflict and
Biblical Prophecy

On February 28, 2026, the United
States and Israel carried out
coordinated airstrikes against Iranian
government and military targets,
including sites in Tehran. These
attacks, which initiated the joint
operations, destroyed government
buildings, sank warships, and killed
several key leaders of the lIranian
regime, including Ayatollah Ali
Khamenei, the nation's supreme
leader. These strikes followed weeks
of unsuccessful diplomatic negotia-
tions regarding Iran's nuclear and
ballistic missile programs.

These developments followed the
2025 conflict, which began on June
13, when Israel attacked Iran's
nuclear facilities, and the earlier
escalation triggered by the attack on
Israel on October 7, 2024. What
began as localized hostilities has now
evolved into a broader geopolitical
crisis involving multiple nations.

From a biblical perspective, such
developments align with Christ's
warning: “Ye shall hear of wars and
rumours of wars... but the end is
not yet” (Matthew 24:6).

Israel in Prophetic Perspective

Israel continues to occupy a
central place in biblical prophecy.
God declared: “I will bless them that
bless thee, and curse him that
curseth thee” (Genesis 12:3).
Despite ongoing opposition, Israel's
resilience reflects divine preserva-
tion: “He that keepeth Israel shall
neither slumber nor sleep” (Psalm
121:4). The global focus on Jeru-
salem aligns with prophecy: “I will
make Jerusalem a burdensome
stone for all people” (Zechariah
12:3).

Iran (Persia) and Regional
Influence

Iran, historically identified as
Persia, appears in biblical prophecy:
“Persia... with them” (Ezekiel
38:5).

Its ongoing hostility toward
Israel—through military actions,
alliances and ideological
opposition—reflects this framework.
While present developments may not
constitute final fulfilment, they
suggest movement toward prophetic
alignment. Iran has extended its
influence through proxy groups such
as Hezbollah, Hamas and the
Houthis, creating a multi-front conflict
across the region. These
developments echo the biblical
observation: “They have taken
crafty counsel against thy people”
(Psalm 83:3).

The United States and
Escalation of Conflict

A defining feature of the current
situation is the direct involvement of
the United States. Through military
engagement and strategic
coordination, it has become an active
participantin the conflict. This reflects
a broader prophetic pattern: “Nation
shall rise against nation, and
kingdom against kingdom”
(Matthew 24:7). At the same time,
Scripture anticipates a future
scenario in which all nations oppose
Jerusalem:

“I will gather all nations against
Jerusalem to battle” (Zechariah
14:2).

Economic and Strategic
Dimensions

The Strait of Hormuz, a crucial
route for global oil supply, has
become a focal point of tension.
Disruptions in this region have
immediate global economic

consequences. Recent reports
indicate that a senior Iranian naval
commander, Alireza Tangsiri (head
of the Islamic Revolutionary Guard
Corps Navy) associated with
operations in the Strait of Hormuz
was killed in an airstrike, marking a
significant escalation in the conflict.
Scripture anticipates the importance
of economic control: “That no man
might buy or sell...” (Revelation
13:17).

Nuclear Tensions and Global
Threat

Iran's nuclear program has
increased global concern. Military
actions targeting nuclear facilities
highlight the seriousness of the
situation. Jesus warned of
unprecedented distress: “There
shall be great tribulation...”
(Matthew 24:21). Modern
technological capabilities make such
warnings especially relevant.

Discernment and Prophetic
Understanding

While current developments
resemble prophetic patterns,
discernment is essential: “Prove all
things; hold fast that which is
good”’ (1 Thessalonians 5:21). In
times of apparent stability, Scripture
cautions: “Peace and safety; then
sudden destruction cometh” (1
Thessalonians 5:3).

Hope in the Midst of Crisis

Despite global uncertainty, the
Bible offers hope through the promise
of Christ's return: “The Lord himself
shall descend... and we... shall be
caught up” (1 Thessalonians
4:16-17). “In a moment, in the
twinkling of an eye...” (1
Corinthians 15:52). Scripture also
affirms Israel's future restoration:

The Final
Victory

The final outcomeis clear:

» “And he gathered them
together... into a place called...
Armageddon” (Revelation 16:16).

» “They shall see the Son of
man coming... with great power
and glory” (Mark 13:26).

» “Then shall the Lord go
forth, and fight against those
nations” (Zechariah 14:3).

To conclude, the U.S.—lIsrael
—Iran conflict reflects key prophetic
themes:

» lIsrael at the centre of global
attention

» lIran (Persia) in opposition
» Active U.S. involvement

» Proxy warfare across the
region

» Economic disruption and
strategic tension

»  Escalating military intensity

While these events do not
represent the complete fulfilment of
prophecy, they align with its overall
direction. The message of Scripture
is not fear, but readiness: “Be ye also
ready...” (Matthew 24:44). And the
invitation remains universal:
“Whosoever shall call upon the
name of the Lord shall be saved”
Romans 10:13). o
